                             Chapter I

                         General Provisions

    Article 1. The State Frontier of the Republic of Moldova
    (1) The state frontier of the Republic of Moldova, hereinafter referred to as state frontier, is the border line that separates on land and water the territory of the Republic of Moldova from those of the neighboring countries, and in the vertical plane, delimits the air space and the subsoil of the Republic of Moldova from the air space and the subsoil of the neighboring countries.
    (2) The state frontier shall set the space limits of effect of the state sovereignty of the Republic of Moldova.
    (3) The interests of the Republic of Moldova at the state frontier are represented by the Department of Frontier Troops.

    (4) The state frontier shall be inviolable.
    Article 2. The establishment of the state frontier
    The state frontier shall be established by the Parliament, observing the international law principles and norms, and cannot be modified otherwise than by law.
    Article 3. Tracing and marking the state frontier on ground
    (1) The state frontier shall be established in the treaties concluded by the Republic of Moldova with the neighboring countries on the basis of activity totals of bilateral commissions on delimitation and demarcation, and shall be marked on ground with clearly visible frontier signs. The treaty on tracing and marking the state frontier on ground shall be ratified by the Parliament. 
    (2) The state frontier shall be traced: on ground – on distinctive relief lines, on river sectors – on the river middle line, on the main waterway or on the river thalweg, on lakes and other water reservoirs – on the straight line uniting the state frontier exits at the banks of the lake or other water reservoir. The state frontier that is traced on a river, lake or other water reservoir (hereinafter referred to as frontier waters) shall not be moved in the event that the configuration of banks or level of waters changes, nor when the river changes its flow. 
    (3) On bridges and dykes over the frontier waters, the state frontier shall be established on the middle line or on their technological axle, irrelevant of the manner in which the state frontier is traced on water. 
    (4) The rules of operation, maintenance and repair of bridges, railway embankments and road platforms, telecommunication and electric energy transportation lines, hydro technical constructions that cross the state frontier line on ground or water shall be established by agreements between the Republic of Moldova and the neighboring countries. 
    (5) The form, dimensions of frontier signs and the manner of their installation shall be established by the Government based on the demarcation documents.  With a view of maintaining visibility and assuring protection of frontier signs, a frontier passage shall be created in the places of their installation. The dimensions of the frontier passage shall be determined by the contracting parties. 

    Article 4. The Legislation of the State Frontier 
    The legislation on the state frontier shall be based on the Constitution of the Republic of Moldova, as well as on international treaties (agreements) to which the Republic of Moldova adheres, and shall be composed of the present law and other normative acts, adopted in compliance with it. 
Chapter II
STATE FRONTIER GUARDING. FRONTIER TROOPS
    Article 5. State Frontier Guarding 
    (1) The state frontier guarding is an inalienable constitutive part of the state system of security assurance of the Republic of Moldova, one of the forms of armed defense of its territorial integrity, and it consists in providing a complex of measures that would guarantee the inviolability of the state frontier.
    (2) The state frontier guarding on ground and on frontier waters shall be attributed to the Department of Frontier Troops, and in the air space – to the anti-aerial defense units of the Ministry of Defense.

    Article 6. Frontier Troops
    (1) The frontier troops are a special type of armed formations, called to guard, and in the event of necessity, to defend the state frontier. 
    (2) The legal status of the frontier troops shall be determined by the present law and other normative acts. The effectives and equipment of the frontier troops shall be established by the Government, and the organization chart shall be approved by the head of the Department of Frontier Troops.

    (3) The frontier troops shall carry out their activity based on the principles of legality, transparency, observance of citizens’ rights and freedoms. Performing the tasks of state frontier guarding, the frontier troops shall be guided by the Constitution of the Republic of Moldova, the present law and other normative acts, by the international treaties (agreements) to which the Republic of Moldova adheres, by the Armed Forces regulations, by the departmental normative acts.

    (4) In the interest of state frontier guarding, the frontier authorities (frontier troops units and subunits commanders) shall provide exchange of information and organize cooperation of forces and means with the frontier authorities of the neighboring countries in compliance with the treaties (agreements) concluded by the Republic of Moldova with the neighboring countries on frontier relations.
    (5) It is forbidden to use the frontier troops for resolving problems that have no relation to the state frontier guarding, as well as use by frontier troops of their rights for resolving problems that are not attributed to them in conformity with the present law. 
    (6) The frontier troops effectives shall be constituted of the military and personnel employed based on work contracts, who are citizens of the Republic of Moldova.
    (7) Persons who serve in the frontier troops shall administer the oath of allegiance to the colors of the Republic of Moldova, and have unique military ranks for the Armed Forces. The uniform and distinguishing marks of the frontier troops military shall be approved by the Government. 
    (8) Service in the frontier troops shall be carried out in compliance to the Law on military obligation and military service of the citizens of the Republic of Moldova. 
    (9) During the period of service in the frontier troops the party and other social‑political organizations membership of the military shall be suspended.

                            Chapter III
                      STATE FRONTIER REGIME
    Article 7. Contents and Manner of Establishment of the State Frontier Regime
    The state frontier regime includes the totality of juridical norms regulated by the present law and other normative acts, by the treaties (agreements) concluded by the Republic of Moldova with the neighboring countries. It shall be established exclusively in the interest of assuring order at the state frontier and maintenance of good relations with the neighboring countries, and shall include the rules of:
    a) state frontier maintenance;
    b) state frontier crossing by persons and transport means;
    c) authorization of state frontier crossing by persons, transport means, commodities and other assets;
    d) use of water, fishing, use of wood and accessorial products of forests, and fulfillment of economic activity, research and other activities at the state frontier;
    e) resolving incidents related to violation of the state frontier regime.
    Article 8. State Frontier Maintenance 
    (1) The manner and rules of the state frontier maintenance shall be determined in the treaties (agreements) concluded by the Republic of Moldova with the neighboring countries. The conditions of protection and maintenance of the integrity of the state frontier signs, of their control, of equipment and maintenance of the frontier paths, of inspection of the state frontier routes, jointly with the neighboring country, shall be set in the aforementioned. Documents containing the results of joint inspection of the state frontier route, that do not envision its modifying, shall be approved by the Government.
    (2) To provide a good maintenance of the state frontier, the frontier troops shall be transferred into use in compliance with the legislation for an unlimited period of time a strip of land with the width of 15 meters, that stretches along the state frontier on ground or on the Moldovan bank of frontier waters. 
    Article 9. State Frontier Crossing by Persons and Transport Means 
    (1) The state frontier crossing by persons and transport means on ground, in the air space, as well as on river sectors, where special border crossing places are arranged, shall be carried out on international railway, road and aerial traffic pathways or other places established in the treaties (agreements) concluded by the Republic of Moldova with the neighboring countries and in the Governmental decisions – at the state frontier crossing checkpoints. A state frontier crossing checkpoint is the territory within the limits of the railway station, bus station, river port (quay), airport (aerodrome), open to the international traffic, as well as other express arranged places, where control is performed and authorization on state frontier crossing by persons, transport means, goods and other assets is issued. 
    (2) Opening new state frontier crossing checkpoints, as well as their definitive or temporary closing shall be established the agreements between the Republic of Moldova and the neighboring countries. 
    (3) The state frontier can be crossed outside the border crossing checkpoints in compliance with the conditions and rules established in the agreements between the Republic of Moldova and the neighboring countries. 
    (4) The river transport means of the Republic of Moldova and of the other states shall navigate and cross the state frontier on frontier waters in compliance with the international treaties (agreements) to which the Republic of Moldova adheres.
    (5) The airships and other planes shall cross the state frontier through the express reserved air passages, observing the rules established by the Government and published in the documents on aeronautic information. Crossing the state frontier outside the air passages shall be permitted only on Government’s authorization.
    (6) The take-off and landing of airships in the R. of Moldova shall be executed exclusively in the airports (aerodromes) that have airport checkpoints of the frontier guards and customs institutions.
Other conditions of take-off and landing of airships and other planes shall be established by the Government. 
    (7) In the event of emergency situations caused by big accidents, catastrophes or natural calamities, the formations of rescue and rehabilitation of other states shall cross the state frontier to localize and liquidate such situations under the conditions established in the international treaties to which the R. of Moldova adheres and in the Governmental decisions. 
    (8) The forced state frontier crossing by persons and transport means on ground or unintended entering in the frontier waters of the R. of Moldova of nonmilitary ships and VIPs, forced flying in the air space of the R. of Moldova of airships and other planes shall not constitute violations of the state frontier crossing rules in the following force major cases: accident, damage, natural calamity, freezing conditions, necessity of transportation of rescued persons, providing medical emergency assistance to certain members of the crew or passengers, as well as due to other forced reasons. 
    (9) The captain of the ship, the commander of the flying crew, citizens in the event of forced state frontier crossing should immediately notify the administration of the port (quay), airport (aerodrome), at the closest subunit of the frontier troops and act in continuation in conformity with the received instructions.
    (10) With the consent of the neighboring countries authorities, the military of the frontier troops and other persons performing the duties of state frontier guarding shall be entitled to different conditions of state frontier crossing.

    Article 10. Authorization of state frontier crossing by persons, transport means, commodities and other assets
    (1) Authorization of state frontier crossing by persons, transport means, commodities and other assets shall be issued by state frontier crossing checkpoints and it consists in recognizing the legality of the state frontier crossing by persons, transport means entering the territory of the R. of Moldova, moving across the state frontier goods or other assets or in authorizing state frontier crossing by persons, transport means leaving the territory of the R. of Moldova, moving across the state frontier goods and other assets outside the territory of the R. of Moldova. 
    (2) As a ground for authorizing the state frontier crossing by persons, transport means, goods and other assets, shall serve documents valid for the right of entering or exiting the R. of Moldova, accompanying documents of transport means, goods and other assets, issued by the respective state bodies. State frontier crossing by persons, means of transport, goods and other assets, having valid documents, shall not be authorized in the event that there are certain grounds, envisioned by the legislation. 
    (3) In the treaties (agreements) concluded by the R. of Moldova with the neighboring countries, a simplified manner of authorizing the state frontier crossing by the citizens of the R. of Moldova and of the coterminous states can be envisioned, with a view to establishing documents for the right of entering and exiting the R. of Moldova. 
    (4) Frontier troops, customs and other institutions checkpoints shall be created by the central public administration authorities and operate at the state frontier crossing checkpoints. These shall control the state frontier crossing by persons, means of transport, goods and other assets.

    (5) Ministries and Departments, in the competence of which the control over authorization of the state frontier crossing is, shall establish, in compliance with the present law and other normative acts, at the border crossing checkpoints respective subunits (groups), determine their statutes, personnel on the staff, rights and obligations, carry out their technical material and financial assurance and control their activity. 
    (6) The administration of railway stations, bus stations, river ports (quays), airports (aerodromes) through which the state frontier crossing is authorized, shall offer free of charge to the control bodies necessary rooms and express arranged places for performing the frontier, customs and other types of control. The representatives of the administration can participate in carrying out control without interfering with the actions of the control bodies. 
    (7) Authorization of the state frontier crossing by persons, transport means, goods and other assets envisions:
    1) performance of the frontier control, which consists in:
    a) control and concluding of documents on the right of entering and exiting the R. of Moldova;
    b) control of transport means, luggage, goods and other assets with the purpose of identifying the offenders of the state frontier crossing rules, as well as narcotic, psychotropic substances, substances with a powerful action, toxic, poisonous, radioactive, explosive substances, harmful waists, armament, explosive devices, fire guns and munitions, cultural, historical and other valuable objects, hidden during control and forbidden for being introduced or taken out of the country; 
    c) observation of transport means and, upon necessity accompanying these with a view of preventing persons from getting into the transport means, loading (unloading) goods or other assets during the control or after its fulfillment; 
    d) control over the persons who are forbidden to enter or exit the R. of Moldova;
    e) performance of body checking of citizens who cross the state frontier, in special cases, depending on the situation and needs. The rules and the manner of performing citizens’ body checking shall be established by the legislation;
    2) performing the customs control of goods and other assets, belonging to citizens crossing the state frontier, enterprises, institutions and organizations that are involved in external economic activities, in compliance with the Customs Code provisions; 
    3) carrying out upon the case, of quarantine sanitary controls, veterinary controls, phyto-sanitary and other types of controls. The sanitary control of the railway and aerial transport means of international traffic shall precede the frontier and customs control. 
    (8) The control bodies and the administration of the railway stations, bus stations, river ports (quays), airports (aerodromes), where the state frontier crossing is authorized, shall bear total responsibility to the Government for execution and strict observance of the provisions of the present law and of the Customs Code, concerning entering and exiting of persons, transport means, goods and other assets, as well as for fulfillment of the international traffic, including the transit, in compliance with the legislation. The representatives of all the control bodies, when exercising their duties shall wear the established uniform and have the symbolic signs and other distinguishing marks of the service they represent. 
    (9) Management of the activity of the state frontier crossing checkpoints shall be performed by the heads of the frontier troops checkpoints. These shall assure coordination of activities of all the control services in conformity with the present law and within the limits of their competence, and shall take definitive decisions on authorizing or not authorizing the state frontier crossing by persons, means of transport, goods and other assets. 
    (10) The representatives of the ministries and departments that participate in performing control over authorization of the state frontier crossing are obliged to fulfill their duties within the limits of their competence and shall be responsible for creating normal conditions for the circulation of persons, transport means, goods and other assets. 
    (11) The authorization of the state frontier crossing by state, parliamentary, governmental delegations, as well as by persons accompanying these delegations, shall be carried out under the guidance of the head of the frontier troops checkpoint or a person replacing the aforementioned, at presentation of documents concluded legally, without any delay. 
    (12) The authorization of the state frontier crossing by military units or subunits of the R. of Moldova or of another state, as well as of guns, munitions, fighting equipment and military loading, shall be issued only on basis of a special authorization of the Government of the R. of Moldova, coordinated with the Government of the neighboring state. The effectives shall cross the state frontier in conformity with the nominal lists, authenticated by the respective military departments. 
     (13) Transportation across the state frontier of target shooting or hunting guns and of munitions for those by members of certain societies and sports organizations, as well as by amateur sportsmen, including their transiting, shall be permitted only at presentation of a special authorization, issued by competent bodies of the respective states. 
    (14) The military and persons, accompanying official delegations from abroad, when crossing the state frontier can have guns for self-protection and munitions, in the event that this fact has been stipulated in treaties (agreements) concluded by the R. of Moldova with the respective states. 
    (15) In all the cases of transportation across the state frontier of guns and munitions, their owners are obliged to indicate in the customs declaration the type of gun and quantity of munitions. It is forbidden to pass to another person, as well as to hide guns and munitions from control. The customs bodies shall confiscate, in conformity with the provisions of the Customs Code, guns and munitions from persons, who violate the established rules. 
    (16) In case of a risk of spreading particularly dangerous infectious diseases in the territory of the R. of Moldova or another state, in compliance to the Governmental decision, the traffic across the state frontier in the jeopardized sectors can be temporarily limited of suspended, or a quarantine for persons, animals, seeds and planting material, other products of animal or vegetal origin can be established. The Government shall inform urgently all the state frontier crossing checkpoints, concerned bodies and neighboring countries on the exceptional situation created and measures to be implemented.

    Article 11. Use of Water, Fishing, Use of Wood and Accessorial Products of Forests, and Fulfillment of Economic Activity, Research and Other Activities at the State Frontier
    (1) Fishing, use of wood and accessorial products of forests, economic activities, research and other activities, related to the state frontier crossing or otherwise affecting the interests of the R. of Moldova or of the neighboring countries, use of frontier waters by legal entities and physical persons of the neighboring countries, including jointly, directly at the state frontier of in its vicinity in the territory of the R. of Moldova shall not: 
    a) damage the health of the population, ecological and other security of the R. of Moldova, neighboring and other countries or contain the risk of such a damage;
    b) impede the maintenance of the state frontier.
    (2) The aforementioned activities shall be carried out in conformity with the international treaties (agreements) to which the R. of Moldova adhere, observing the rules of the state frontier crossing and informing the frontier guards the places and time of the state frontier crossing and duration of fulfillment of works, number of participants, fishing and other ships, transport and other means, used mechanisms.
    Article 12. Resolving Incidents Related to Violation of the State Frontier Regime. Frontier Representatives of the Republic of Moldova
    (1) Persons, airships and other planes, non-military ships and VIPs, other transport means that have crossed or tried to cross the state frontier violating the rules established by the present law, shall be considered as offenders of the state frontier. 
    (2) The illegal crossing of the state frontier at entering or exiting the country shall constitute a minor offence and implies administrative or criminal responsibility, in compliance with the legislation of the R. of Moldova. 
    (3) Persons, who contribute to the illegal state frontier crossing, inclusively with the use of international traffic transport means, shall be liable in conformity with the legislation of the R. of Moldova. 
    (4) Foreign and stateless citizens, who have crossed the state frontier of the R. of Moldova from the territory of a different state, in the event that they committed criminal actions or law breaking, shall be held answerable in compliance with the legislation of the R. of Moldova. In the event that there is no evidence to sue these offenders of the state frontier at law, and they are not entitled to political asylum, the frontier troops shall hand them officially over to the state from the territory of which these have crossed the state frontier. If offenders’ handing over to the authorities of the other state is not envisioned in the treaty (agreement) concluded by the R. of Moldova with this state, the frontier troops and the internal affairs bodies shall expel them from the territory of the R. of Moldova, notifying the authorities of the state in (through) the territory of which they are expelled. Similarly, the state frontier offenders that are held administratively answerable, concerning whom the decision on their administrative expulsion was made, shall be expelled from the territory of the R. of Moldova. 
    (5) Citizens of the R. of Moldova, arrived at the state frontier crossing checkpoint, who have lost their documents on entering the R. of Moldova during their staying abroad, shall be detained at the state frontier crossing checkpoint for a period of time necessary for the competent bodies to establish their identity and clarify circumstances under which their documents have been lost. 
    (6) With a view to resolving problems concerning the observance of the state frontier regime and clarifying incidents arose at the state frontier, the Government shall appoint a frontier commissioner of the R. of Moldova from the frontier troops officers.

    (7) The frontier representatives of the R. of Moldova (the frontier commissioner, the deputy frontier commissioners, their seconds) shall carry out their activity in conformity with the present law and other normative acts, international treaties (agreements) to which the R. of Moldova adheres, the Regulation on the Activity of the Frontier Representatives, approved by the Government.

    (8) The manner of resolving incidents related to the violation of the state frontier regime, their attributing to the competence of the frontier representatives of the R. of Moldova, the Ministry of Defense or the Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall be established in the treaties (agreements) concluded by the R. of Moldova with the neighboring states, in the present law and in the other normative acts. 
    (9) Clarifying incidents related to the Moldovan or foreign military objectives actions (planes, VIPs etc.) or to the military shall be carried out by the frontier representatives of the R. of Moldova with the participation of the representatives of the concerned ministries and departments. 
    (10) Problems and incidents that failed to be clarified by the frontier representatives of the R. of Moldova shall be resolved in a diplomatic manner. 
    (11) The frontier troops representatives can be also included in the composition of inter-state commissions, the activity of which is directly related to the state frontier.

Chapter IV
FRONTIER REGIME
    Article 13. Contents and Establishment of the Frontier Regime 
    (1) With a view to assuring guarding and maintaining order at the state frontier, along the sectors on ground and along the Moldovan bank of the frontier waters, a frontier zone shall be established with a width of 10 km. This shall be an integral part of the state frontier, administrated by the frontier troops jointly with the local self-administration bodies. The frontier state regime shall be extended to the frontier zone. On access roads in the frontier zone, there shall be established panels with the words “Frontier Zone” 
    (2) To create necessary conditions for the state frontier guarding, in the frontier zone, as well as in the Moldovan sector of the frontier waters and on isles situated in this sector, the frontier regime shall be established in the manner determined by the Government.
    (3) The frontier regime includes the rules of:
    a) entering (crossing), temporary staying, movement of persons and transport means in the frontier zone; 
    b) fishing, use of wood and accessorial products of forests, fulfillment of economic and other activities, use of water, fulfillment of social and cultural activity in the frontier zone;
    c) fulfillment of research, prospecting and other activities in the frontier zone and in the Moldovan sector of the frontier waters; 
    d) record-keeping and maintenance of boats with or without propulsion, of means of movement on ice; navigation and movement on ice in the Moldovan sector of the frontier waters. 
    (4) Establishment of different rules of the frontier regime is forbidden.
    (5) The territories of localities, sanatoriums, resorts, other curative institutions, curative objects shall not be included in the frontier zone.
    (6) The concrete contents, limits of actions in space and time of the frontier regime rules, envisioned in the present law, the circle of persons to whom action of these rules is extended, shall be established by the Government and on its instructions, by the local self-administration bodies of the frontier regions jointly with the frontier troops located in these territories, and shall be made public.

    Article 14. Entering (Crossing), Temporary Staying, Movement of Persons and Transport Means in the Frontier Zone
    (1) Entering (crossing) of persons and transport means of the frontier zone shall be made at the presentation of IDs, individual and collective permits, issued by the commander of the frontier guards subunit, on whose sector entering (crossing) of the frontier zone is carried out, on basis of personal requests of citizens or requests of enterprises, institutions, public organizations and associations. 
    (2) The commanders of the frontier guards subunits shall determine with the local self-administration bodies on the places of entering (crossing) the frontier zone, time of entering (crossing), routes of movement, duration and other conditions of statying of persons and transport means in the frontier zone.
    Article 15. Fishing, Use of Wood and Accessorial Products of Forests, Fulfillment of Economic and Other Activities, Use of Water in the Frontier Zone
    (1) Fishing, use of wood and accessorial products of forests, fulfillment of economic and other activities, related to the use of forest land, subsoil, waters, fulfillment of social and cultural activity in the frontier zone shall be regulated by laws and other normative acts, decisions of local self-administration bodies of the frontier regions, coordinated with the frontier troops.
    (2) To prevent spreading of particularly dangerous infectious diseases across the state frontier, cattle breeding and grazing can be forbidden or restricted in a certain area (quarantine strip) along the state frontier on ground.
    The quarantine strip, its width, rules of fencing and veterinary regime shall be established by the bodies of the Ministry of Agriculture and Processing Industry on the spot. Cattle breeding and grazing, as well as hunting in he frontier zone shall be forbidden.

    Article 16. Fulfillment of Research, Prospecting and Other Activities in the Frontier Zone
    Research, prospecting and other activities, related to execution of hydrological, geodesic, drilling, topographic and other works in the frontier zone and in the Moldovan sector of the frontier waters shall be regulated by normative acts and carried out with the authorization of frontier guards. Photographing from airships the sectors of localities in the vicinity of the state frontier shall be performed with the authorization of the Service of Information and Security of the R. of Moldova and Ministry of Defense.

    Article 17. Record-Keeping, Maintenance and Use of Boats and Means of Movement on Ice
    (1) The Moldovan boats with or without propulsion and means of movement on ice, used in the Moldovan sector of the frontier waters, as well as in the interior waters situated at the limits of the frontier zone, shall be obligatorily recorded and stored in ports, quays and other storage places, and shall be recorded at the nearest frontier guards subunit.

Chapter V
STATE FRONTIER CROSSING CHECKPOINTS REGIME
    Article 18. Contents and Establishment of the State Frontier Crossing Checkpoints Regime
    (1) The state frontier crossing checkpoints regime includes the rules of entering, staying and exiting the state frontier by persons and transport means, of introducing, presence and extraction of goods and other assets. These rules are established with the purpose of creating necessary conditions for performing the frontier, customs and other controls.

    The supreme public authorities exercise in the area of the state frontier guarding mandates envisioned by the Constitution of the R. of Moldova and the present law.

    (1) The Ministry of Foreign Affairs:
    a) on basis of the decisions of the supreme public authorities conducts negotiations with the neighboring countries concerning the establishment and legal sanctioning of the state frontier by means of treaties, the establishment of its regime, prepares necessary documents and materials;
    b) assures the state frontier guarding in conformity with the norms of foreign policy and international law;
    c) concludes the documents on the right of entering/exiting the R. of Moldova of foreign and stateless citizens within the limits of its competence;
    d) resolves problems and incidents related to the observance of the state frontier regime, that failed to be regulated by the frontier representatives of the R. of Moldova.
    (2) The Service of Information and Security of the Republic of Moldova:
    a) analyzes and projects the political, social-economical and criminal situation in the frontier regions, on the international traffic routes, as well as crisis situations in the neighboring countries, that affect the security of the R. of Moldova at the state frontier, organizes collection of information for this purpose;
    b) coordinates the intelligence activity of the security bodies in terms of identifying, preventing and suppressing the illegal activity across the state frontier of special services and foreign organizations, criminal groups and separate individuals; 
    c) contacts and collaborates with special services of other countries in the interest of the state frontier guarding;
    d) participates in assuring security during mass activities at the state frontier and in the frontier regions.

    (3) The Ministry of Defense:
    a) is responsible for the state frontier guarding in the air space;
    b) assures the participation of the Armed Forces in the state frontier guarding on ground and frontier waters in the cases and the manner envisioned by the present law and other normative acts;
    c) resolves, within the limits of its competence, jointly with the frontier representatives of the R. of Moldova, incidents related to the violation of the state frontier regime;
    d) supports the frontier troops in providing resources and other things for the state frontier guarding on the basis of the legislation of the R. of Moldova and interdepartmental agreements.
    (4) The Ministry of the Interior:
    a) supports the frontier troops in carrying out actions of state frontier guarding, combating illegal activity across the border, detecting and expelling persons, who have violated the state frontier regime, the regime and order at the border crossing checkpoints, in clarifying and checking the circumstances of law breaking by citizens detained in an administrative or criminal manner;

    b) informs the frontier troops on the situation of legal order in the frontier regions, on illegal actions, on criminal groups and persons identified as having illegal intentions concerning the state frontier or the frontier troops;

    d) assures participation of the internal affairs bodies at exercising control over the observance of the frontier regime and regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints within the limits of its mandates envisioned by the Law on Police;
    e) at the suggestion of the frontier troops assures limitation or temporary forbiddance on access of citizens to certain sectors of a locality or an object situated in the vicinity of the state frontier throughout the period of state frontier offenders search, rejection of armed forays or mass crossing of the frontier of the R. of Moldova by citizens of the neighboring country;
    f) assures public order throughout the duration of mass activities at the state frontier and in the frontier regions;
    g) assures legal order in the frontier regions in cases of exceptional situations, decreeing of the emergency state regime;
    h) participates in the legal education of the population of the frontier regions, in preventing, jointly with the frontier troops, law breaking at the state frontier and at the border crossing checkpoints;

    b) issue, within the limits of their competence, obligatory normative acts to be executed by all the legal and physical entities in the territory of the R. of Moldova;
    c) monitor the observance by enterprises, institutions, organizations, public associations and citizens of the provisions of international treaties (agreements) to which the R. of Moldova adheres, of the legislation of the R. of Moldova on problems related to their competence;
   d) create, upon necessity, at the state frontier crossing checkpoints, their bodies of control (checkpoints) and organize their activity, establish means and methods of control in conformity with the provisions of the present law;
    e) cooperate and provide support to the frontier troops in state frontier guarding;
    f) collaborate in state frontier guarding with similar bodies of other states.

    Article 24. Mandates of the Local Public Administration Authorities in the Area of the State Frontier Guarding
    The local public administration authorities of the frontier regions:
    a) assure the conditions for the state frontier guarding by the troops and bodies authorized by law to carry out this activity, issue with this purpose normative acts and orders within the limits established by the present law;
    b) attribute, under the conditions of the law, land plots for the needs of the state frontier guarding, exercise control over use of land and observance of legislation on protection of environment on these sectors; 
    c) monitor the execution in their territory of the legislation on the state frontier by all the enterprises, institutions, organizations, public associations and citizens.

Chapter VIII

         MANDATES OF FRONTIER TROOPS, ANTIAERIAL DEFENSE UNITS
IN THE AREA OF STATE FRONTIER GUARDING
    Article 27. Mandates of Frontier Troops
    (1) The frontier troops shall guard the state frontier on ground, frontier waters, as well as at the state frontier crossing checkpoints.
    (2) For this purpose the frontier troops:
    a) guarantee by means of military technical measures the non-admittance of illegal changing of the state frontier tract on ground;
    b) coordinate the activity of customs and other control bodies, exercise control over the observance of rules of the state frontier regime, the frontier regime and the regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints;
    c) organize the military, intelligence and other activity in the interest of the state frontier guarding;
    d) organize investigations and frontier operations, upon necessity;
    e) reject forays of armed groups in the territory of the R. of Moldova, armed provocations at the state frontier, defend the local population and proprietors’ ownership from punishable attempts;
    f) prevent and don’t admit illegal state frontier crossing by persons and transport means, identify and detain offenders of the state frontier;
    g) reject in the established manner smuggling across the state frontier of narcotic, psychotropic substances, substances with a powerful action, toxic, poisonous, radioactive, explosive substances, harmful waists, armament, explosive devices, fire guns and munitions, cultural, historical and other valuable objects, forbidden for being introduced or taken out of the country and hidden during control; 
    h) assure fulfillment of obligations resulting from treaties (agreements) concluded by the R. of Moldova with the neighboring countries concerning the issues of the state frontier regime and other common actions related to the state frontier, participate in the works of frontier representation, assure protection and maintenance of the frontier signs;
    i) exercise, at the state frontier crossing checkpoints, authorization of crossing for persons, transport means, goods and other assets, at presentation of documents concluded in a proper manner;
    j) work out protocols on committed administrative minor offences, and examine them within the limits of their competence;
    k) investigate cases within their competence;
    l) in the region of their service, provide to the officials with special mandates, necessary support in their activity of control over the preservation of natural resources, observance of fishing rules, use of wood and accessorial products of forest and protection of environment from pollution;;
    m) carry out preventing of minor offences, the combating of which is in their competence;
    n) present to the Ministry of the Interior the form of the established model, concerning entering or exiting the R. of Moldova by foreign or stateless citizens from countries with an increased risk of migration.
    (3) The frontier troops within the perimeter of the frontier zone, the Moldovan sector of the frontier waters, isles of these waters, where the frontier regime is established, at the state frontier crossing checkpoints, as well as in the frontier regions are entitled to:
    a) build necessary technical sapper installations, install telecommunications and communications lines, install and use the equipment and armament in the territories transferred under legal conditions;
    b) be present in any sector of the locality, move in their territory during performance of their duties, request proprietors and beneficiaries of plots of land in the frontier zone to offer space and necessary conditions for the movement of frontier guards patrols;
    c) accompany transport means and install on these frontier guards patrols with a view to preventing and rejecting the violations of the state frontier regime, the frontier regime and the regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints, and check persons’ IDs and accompanying documents on transport means, check transport means, goods and other assets transported by these;
    d) detain with the assistance of the frontier guards patrols and perform body checking of persons, subject to being suspected of violation of the state frontier regime, the frontier regime or the regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints, bring these persons to the frontier troops subunits or other places to clarify the circumstances of violations; stop and detain transport means that have violated the aforementioned regimes to clarify the circumstances of violations;
    e) forbid entering the R. of Moldova to foreign and stateless citizens who present a threat for the national security and legal order, based on information provided by the respective bodies;
    f) carry out administrative detention of persons who violated the state frontier regime, the frontier regime or the regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints, for a period of up to 3 hours in order to work out a protocol, and in the event of necessity of identifying those (if the offenders fail to present their IDs) and clarifying the circumstances under which the minor offence was committed – for a period of more that 24 hours with the sanction of the prosecutor, perform body checking of the detained persons, verify their documents, check their staff, and confiscate this in case of necessity. A protocol shall be worked out for each case of administrative detention, body checking, checking and confiscation of staff found at the detained person;
    g) detain, with the sanction of the prosecutor, foreign and stateless citizens, that have crossed the state frontier illegally and concerning whom, based on the present law, decisions were made to render them to the authorities of the neighboring countries or expel them from the territory of the R. of Moldova, for the period necessary to execute the decision;
    h) detain persons submitted to administrative detention in the express arranged rooms of the frontier troops, and persons detained on basis of criminal procedures – in isolators for temporary detention or the express arranged rooms of the frontier troops for the detention of persons submitted to administrative detention; in case of necessity, install these persons in isolators for criminal pursuit or other express arranged rooms of the internal affairs bodies; 
    i) invite persons to the frontier troops subunits and obtain explanations concerning the circumstances known by them of illegal state frontier crossing or other violation of the state frontier regime, the frontier regime or the regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints. In special cases, the explanations concerning the aforementioned violations can be obtained in other places as well. In the event that they fail to respond to the invitation, these persons can be brought in with force;
    j) make corresponding notes in the documents on the right of the state frontier crossing, and in case of necessity these can be temporarily confiscated, as well as foreign and false documents;
    k) confiscate, in the absence of the customs bodies, narcotic, psychotropic substances, substances with a powerful action, toxic, poisonous, radioactive, explosive substances, harmful waists, armament, explosive devices, fire guns and munitions, cultural, historical and other valuable objects, identified during performance of the frontier control and smuggled across the state frontier;
    l) limit or temporarily forbidden the movement of persons and transport means, as well as restrict access of citizens in special sectors of the locality during the performance of investigations and frontier operations, other search actions, as well as of actions concerning criminal and administrative violations;
    m) in case of jeopardizing of the interests of the R. of Moldova at the state frontier, limit temporarily any works in the frontier zone, with the exception of defense works and works related to natural calamities or particularly dangerous infectious diseases, notifying the local self-administration bodies, concerned enterprises, institutions, organizations; 
    n) enter at any hour of day or night the houses of citizens, the territory and the premises of enterprises, institutions, organizations (with the exception of those which have diplomatic immunity status), and carry out examinations in case of pursuit of persons, for whom there are sufficient grounds to be suspected of having violated the state frontier. In the event that the house was entered without the consent of the dwellers, the prosecutor shall be notified within 24 hours about this;
    o) use unconditionally, in the service interests, telecommunication means, and in case of rejecting of armed forays in the territory of the R. of Moldova, carrying out investigations, bringing persons suspected of having committed violations, use transport means of enterprises, institutions, organizations, and upon case, of citizens refunding to the proprietors, at their request and in the manner envisioned by the law, the expenditures and caused damage. Exceptions are the telecommunications and transport means that belong to the diplomatic and other representations of the foreign countries;
    p) request and obtain free of charge from the public administration authorities, enterprises, institutions, organizations and public associations, the necessary information for the fulfillment of the frontier troops functions;
    r) keep record of persons and real dates, necessary for carrying out control over the maintenance of the state frontier regime, the frontier regime and the regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints, and use for this purpose information systems under the conditions of the legislation;
    s) forward proposals to the public administration authorities, enterprises, institutions, organizations and public associations, concerning elimination of causes and conditions that contribute to committing minor offences, the investigation and procedure of which is within the competence of the frontier troops;
    t) stimulate citizens who distinguished in the state frontier guarding;
    u) use guns, fighting equipment, specific means, physical force, trained dogs in cases and conditions envisioned by the present law;
    v) detain in the Moldovan sector of the frontier waters and escort to the closest river port (quay) or other destination, the non-military foreign ships, that have violated the state frontier regime, in the event that the ship commits a hostile act to the R. of Moldova, carries out embarkation/disembarkation of persons, loading/unloading of goods and other assets in forbidden places, engages in fishing, using of illicit wood and accessorial products of forest, and other forbidden activities, discharges damaging substances or other wastes and materials, if members of the crew or other persons on board deteriorate the frontier signs, navigation installation means, other surface of sub-aquatic objects, that constitute the property of the R. of Moldova. Foreign non-military ships shall be rendered in the established manner to the authorized representatives of the respective states, whether they are expelled from the Moldovan sector of the frontier waters or confiscated in compliance to the decision of the court in cases envisioned by the legislation of the R. of Moldova.

    Article 28. Mandates of Anti-Aerial Defense Units 
    (1) The anti-aerial defense units shall guard the state frontier in the air space.
    (2) For this purpose they:
    a) exercise control over the observance of the state frontier crossing rules;
    b) take measures for landing on the territory of the R. of Moldova of airships and other planes, that have crossed the state frontier illegally or violated the rules of using the air space of the R. of Moldova;
    c) provide support to the airships that have crossed the state frontier illegally in event of certain unintended actions of the crews of these airships related to the unfavorable weather conditions for flying, directing them to the landing aerodromes on the territory of the R. of Moldova or outside the air space of the R. of Moldova.
    (3) The anti-aerial defense units, jointly with the frontier troops are entitled to:
    a) use specific means from their endowment to identify airships and other planes in the air space of the R. of Moldova, in the event of risk of illegal crossing or illegal crossing of the state frontier; 
    b) forbid definitively or limit the flying of airships in the air space of the R. of Moldova in case of risk of illegal crossing by these of the state frontier;
    c) invite members of airships crews, owners of other planes, that have crossed illegally the state frontier, after their landing on the territory of the R. of Moldova, to the subunits of the Armed Forces of the R. of Moldova or other places for clarifying the circumstances of their illegal crossing of the state frontier and their rendering to the criminal investigation bodies, if the international treaties (agreements) to which the R. of Moldova adheres do not have other envisioning;

    Article 30. Use of Fighting Guns and Equipment 
    (1) Performing the state frontier guarding, the frontier troops, the anti-aerial defense units use fighting guns and equipment for:
    a) rejecting armed forays in the territory of the R. of Moldova;
    b) defeating the attempts of stealing and smuggling across the frontier of airships, river ships and other transport means without passengers;
    c) rejecting actions of persons, airships, river ships and other transport means that have crossed (are crossing) the state frontier violating the rules established by the present law, as a response to the use of force and guns by the aforementioned, or in other cases when stopping violation or detaining offenders cannot be carried out with other means;
    d) defending citizens from being attacked, releasing hostages in cases when their life or health is at risk;

    e) rejecting attacks at the military, persons exercising their duties or performing their social obligation of state frontier guarding, at members of their families, when their life is at a direct risk;
    f) rejecting attacks at subunits and objects of the frontier troops, of the Armed Forces, inclusively for providing support to ships (boats), airplanes (helicopters) in case of rejecting armed attacks at them.
    (2) The use of fighting guns and equipment should be preceded by a clear warning concerning the intent to use them and warning shots.
    (3) In all the cases of using fighting guns and equipment, the frontier troops, the anti-aerial defense units shall be obliged to take all the measures, so that the damage caused to the health, honor, dignity and assets of the citizens is the least possible.

    (4) Fighting guns and equipment can be used without warning in the following cases: armed attack or unarmed attack by taking by surprise the militaries and other citizens, when their life and health are at a real risk, that cannot be defeated by other means; attack with the use of fighting equipment, of airships, river ships and other transport means; opposing armed resistance; escape of armed detained persons; with a view to release hostages. 
    (5) The military of the frontier troops, when exercising their functions of state frontier guarding have the right to use guns to make inoffensive wild animals that jeopardize the life and health of the military and citizens, as well as for signalizing alarm or calling for help.
    (6) Use of fighting guns and equipment is forbidden:
    a) at women, minors, old women, persons with visible physical handicap, with the exception of cases of armed attack committed by these, opposing armed resistance or group attacks jeopardizing life;
    b) at airships, river ships and other transport means with passengers;
    c) at persons that have crossed or are trying to cross the state frontier illegally, if this has a visible accidental character or is due to an accident or natural calamity;
    d) at persons that have violated the state frontier, and when being detained, try to return to their territory, if in this case they don’t oppose any armed resistance;
    e) in case of an attempt to escape of persons detained for breaking the frontier state regime, the frontier regime or the regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints;
    f) at animals that cross the state frontier.
    (7) The persons who have used illegally the fighting gun or equipment shall bear disciplinary or criminal responsibility in compliance with the legislation. 
    Article 31. Use of Specific Means from Endowment 
    (1) When exercising the functions of the state frontier guarding, the military of the frontier troops use specific means from endowment (handcuffs or improvised measures for tying hands, rubber sticks, tear substances, audiovisual devices with action of distraction, installations for the forced stopping of transport means), use physical force, inclusively fighting skills, use service dogs.
    (2) The complete list of specific devices from endowment and rules of their use in the state frontier guarding shall be established by the Government.
Chapter IX
LEGAL AND SOCIAL PROTECTION OF THE MILITARY OF FRONTIER TROOPS, PERSONNEL HIRED BASED ON WORK CONTRACTS, CITIZENS WHO PARTICIPATE IN THE STATE FRONTIER GUARDING AND MEMBERS OF THEIR FAMILIES
    Article 32. Legal Protection of the Military of Frontier Troops and Members of Their Families
    (1) The military of the frontier troops who participate directly in the state frontier guarding have the status of military with special functions envisioned by the present law. They are representatives of the power and are under state protection. Their legal requests are obligatory for being obeyed by persons and officials. Nobody, with the exception of persons expressly authorized by law, has the right to intervene in their activity.
    (2) The legal protection of family members of the frontier troops military shall be performed in compliance with the legislation.
    Article 33. Legal Protection of Personnel Hired on Basis of Work Contracts and Members of Their Families 
    Illegal actions committed against personnel hired on basis of contracts and members of their families, related to their work in the frontier troops shall bring about the responsibility envisioned by the legislation.
    Article 34. Social Protection of the Frontier Troops Military, Personnel Hired on Basis of Work Contracts and Members of Their Families 
    (1) The social protection of the frontier troops military, of personnel hired on basis of work contracts and of members of their families shall be guaranteed by the legislation.
    (2) The action of the Law on Social and Legal Protection of the Military and Members of Their Families, of Citizens in Military Service, of articles 29-40 of the Law on Police, as well as of articles 21-27 of the Law on Carabineri (Interior) Troops of the Ministry of the Interior are extended integrally to the military of the frontier troops.

    (3) For the military of the frontier troops, personnel hired on basis of work contracts, other guarantees and compensations, besides those envisioned in the present law, can be established. 
    Article 35. Legal and Social Protection of Citizens, Participating in the State Frontier Guarding 
    (1) Illegal actions committed against citizens and members of their families, related to their providing support to the frontier troops in state frontier guarding shall bring about responsibility in compliance to the legislation. 
    (2) The social protection of citizens who participate directly in the state frontier guarding shall be guaranteed by the legislation.
    (3) For citizens participating in the state frontier guarding, additional guarantees and stimulatory measures can be established by the heads of ministries, departments, enterprises, institutions, organizations within the limits of their mandates. 
Chapter X
FINAL PROVISIONS
    Article 36. Responsibility for Violations Committed at the State Frontier 
    Persons liable for breaking the rules of the state frontier regime, the frontier regime and the regime of the state frontier crossing checkpoints shall bear administrative or criminal responsibility in conformity with the legislation.
    Article 37. Supervision of Observance of Legislation on the State Frontier
    Supervision of observance of legislation on the state frontier shall be executed by the Prosecutor General and prosecutors in his subordination.

    Article 38. Financial Assurance of the State Frontier Guarding 
    (1) The financial assurance of the state frontier guarding shall be made at the expense of the Republican budget and extra-budgetary means.
    (2) The extra-budgetary means shall be spent in the manner established by the Government.

    Article 39. Technical Material Assurance of the State Frontier Guarding 
    (1) The technical material assurance of the state frontier guarding shall be carried out from land, technical material and other state funds. 
    (2) The norms and the manner of technical material assurance of the state frontier guarding shall be established by the Government.
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
