Obiectivul pe termen lung al proiectului urmareste consolidarea capacitatilor
nationale pentru prevenirea si combaterea coruptiei in Republica Moldova prin:

B Mediatizarea unui dialog axat pe subiecte de coruptie intre guvern,
sectorul privat, mass-media si societatea civila;

B Promovarea valorilor transparentei, responsabilitdtii si integritatii in institutiile publice;
B Crearea unei atitudini intolerante a societatii civile fata de coruptie;

B Colaborarea si schimbul de practici reusite in domeniul combaterii coruptiei
prin intermediul retelei internationale anti-corupfie.

In 2005-2006, obiectivul proiectului se axeazid pe consolidarea capacitatilor

administratiei publice locale pentru prevenirea coruptiei, precum si pe extinderea

participarii publicului la luarea deciziilor in doua localitati din Republica Moldova

(laloveni si Carpineni).

B Evaludri periodice cu privire la impactul coruptiei asupra dezvoltarii sociale,
economice si democratice a tarii;

B Propuneri concrete adresate Guvernului de abordare a fenomenului coruptiei
in diverse sectoare ale administratiei publice, inclusiv pentru Strategia Nationala
pentru Prevenirea si Combaterea Coruptiei. Monitorizarea procesului de implementare,
in colaborare cu institutii nationale si internationale specializate in acest domeniu;

B Comentarii scrise asupra proiectelor de legi si propuneri pentru amendamente
la legislatia anti-coruptie;
B Actiuni de sensibilizare publica privind cauzele, impactul si masurile de prevenire a coruptiei.

Constatarile studiilor sunt folosite de angajati in cadrul cursurilor de instruire
anti-coruptie pentru reprezentanti ai sectorului de
afaceri, societatii civile si administratiei publice lo-
cale. In scopul diminudrii tolerantei publicului fata
de fenomenul coruptiei, TI-Moldova organizeaza
conferinte, anunta concursuri mass-media anuale
pentru cel mai bun articol si pentru cea mai buna
caricatura anti-coruptie, sustine o serie de pro-
grame radio si TV, spoturi video anti-coruptie si
verniseaza expozitii de postere si caricaturi.

Pagina Web contine documente ce formeazé cadrul legal pentru combaterea coruptiei
in Republica Moldova, stiri, articole si studii asupra fenomenului coruptiei.

Bugetul total al proiectului este de 329,000 dolari SUA, acordat de PNUD Moldova.

Studiile se axeaza pe evaluarea costurilor si consecintelor economice ale coruptiei in
diferite sectoare, precum si pe evaluarea cadrului legal si administrativ care favorizeaza
coruptia in domeniul calitatii guvernarii, mediului de afaceri, sistemului de integritate
nationald, evaziunii fiscale, achizitiilor publice, activitatii vamale, asigurarii accesului la
justitie ca modalitate de prevenire a coruptiei, transparentd si guvernare corporativa,
pietei de combustibil, politiei rutiere si jurnalismului de investigatie.

Propunerile formulate in baza studiilor si cercetdrilor efectuate au fost incluse in Strategia
Nationala si Planul de Actiuni pentru Prevenirea si Combaterea Coruptiei (decembrie 2004).

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The project aims to support an independent think tank - the National Chapter of
Transparency International in Moldova - that promotes anti-corruption activities
on a continuing basis through international experience in this field.

The long term objective of the project is to strengthen the national capacities
of preventing and fighting corruption in the Republic of Moldova through:

B Mediating the dialogue on corruption issues between government, private
sector, mass media and the civil society;

B Promoting the values of transparency, accountability, integrity in state structures;
B Building an intolerant attitude towards corruption within civil society;

®m Collaborating and exchanging best practices in fighting corruption through
the international anti-corruption network.

In 2005-2006, the objective of the project is focused on strengthening the local public
administration capacities to prevent corruption, as well as raising public participation
in decision-making in two localities of Moldova (laloveni and Carpineni).

B Periodical assessments on the impact of corruption on the social, economic
and democratic development of the country have been organized;

® Concrete proposals made to the Government addressing corruption in
various sectors of public administration, namely for the National Anti-Corrup-
tion Strategy. Monitoring of the strategy’s implementation, in collaboration
with national and international institutions specialized in this field;

B Written comments on draft Laws and proposals for the amendment
of anti-corruption legislation submitted;

B Raised public awareness about causes, impact and measures to prevent
corruption.

The findings of the studies are used by the staff during anti-
corruption trainings for representatives of the business sec-
tor and civil society, local public administration. In order to
reduce public tolerance of corruption, TI-Moldova organizes
conferences, holds annual media contests for the best article
about corruption and the best anti-corruption caricature,
prepares a series of anti-corruption TV and radio programs,
video-spots and organizes exhibitions of anti-corruption £
posters and caricatures.

The website contains the legal framework of fighting corruption in the Republic of
Moldova, news, articles and studies in the field of corruption.

The total project budget is USD 329, 000, provided by UNDP Moldova.

Centre for Fighting Economic Crimes and Corruption, Ministry of Justice, Academy
of Public Administration, Union of Lawyers of Moldova, the Association of Small
Business of the Republic of Moldova, Centre of Young Journalists, Centre of Inves-
tigative Journalism, women associations and NGOs, universities.

The research is targeted at the evaluation of economic consequences and costs of
corruption in various sectors, as well as evaluation of the legal and administrative
framework that causes corruption - in the area of quality of governance, business
environment, national integrity system, tax evasion, public procurements, customs
sector, ensuring access to justice as a way to prevent corruption, transparency and
corporate governance, fuel market, road police and investigative journalism.

The research-based proposals have been included in the National Strategy for
Preventing and Fighting Corruption and the Action Plan (December 2004).
