B Congstientizare si capacitati consolidate ale institutiilor
de aplicare a legii si administratiei publice locale in actiuni
de prevenire si urmarire judiciara a traficului de fiinte
umane, create prin intermediul unor seminarii si cursuri
de instruire specializate;

B Sensibilizarea publicului general la problemele de trafic;
Contributie la pedepsirea penala a traficului de fiinte umane.

The project aims at reducing trafficking in human beings by providing high quality
legal assistance to victims and potential victims of trafficking and public aware-
ness campaigns. The Centre provides for efficient mechanisms to protect victims,
thus strengthening the capacity of law enforcement bodies. The project is imple-
mented by the NGO Association of Women in Legal Career.

May 2003 - June 2006

B Provide access to justice and social services for victims of trafficking (minor
victims, injured parties and witnesses) and potential victims of trafficking;

B Strengthen capacities and raise awareness of law
enforcement bodies and local public administration
in dealing with prevention and prosecution of trafficking
in THB through seminars and specialized trainings;

(public awareness campaign);

B 798 persons were granted direct legal counselling and
through telephone lines, being identified 108 victims and 57
potential victims of trafficking;

B 98 operative information letters were sent to law enforcement bodies upon
which 39 criminal files on trafficking were opened;

B 142 victims of trafficking are represented on 75 criminal and civil cases;

B 62 victims and potential victims of trafficking have been assisted in issuing
identity documents;

B 74 seeking files of persons who have disappeared in circumstances indicating
trafficking were opened;

B 36 victims of trafficking were repatriated;

® 181 victims and 87 potential victims of trafficking were granted
social assistance;

6 training sessions and 13 seminars were organized for representatives
of law enforcement bodies and local anti-trafficking commissions.
